ORGANIZATION:  The Edward Lea Camp is a legally charted unit of The Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War, a national organization founded on November 12, 1881 and incorporated by Act of the U.S. Congress on August 20, 1954.  The Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War is a patriotic lineage society and is the legal heir to, and representative of, the Grand Army of the Republic, a fraternal body composed of Union military veterans.

ELIGIBILITY:  All applicants for membership (Hereditary, Junior Hereditary and Associate categories) must be men who (1) support the goals and objectives of the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War; (2) have never been convicted of any infamous or heinous crime; (3) have never voluntarily borne arms against the government of the United States.  In addition, applicants desiring Hereditary (including Junior Hereditary) membership status must be male descendants, either lineal or collateral in descent, (age 14 years or older for Hereditary, and between the ages of 8 and 13 years for Junior Hereditary), who are blood descendants of a Union military veteran that served honorably in the United States Army, Navy, Marine Corps or Revenue Cutter Service, or served in any of the state regiments called to active duty which were subject to orders of the United States government, between April 12, 1861 and April 9, 1865. Note: Junior Hereditary Applicants must have parent or guardian signature on witness line.
